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Using Kosmos 
 
So what does it look like?  The first thing you will need to do is access the web page and login. 
This is the equivalent of logging into your bidding desk or remote buyer software as you do now 
but you will be logging into a web site not an application or bidding terminal.  We still need to know 
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Selecting Sydney Fish Market will open a new tab with your clock window. 
 
This window can take many forms depending on the ‘widgets’ you choose to display.  It is possible 
to have one window that can toggle between all three clocks, or you can have all 3 clocks show in 
one window.

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Regardless of which view you are currently using the bidding keys for the clock are displayed at 
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Reviewing your Transactions: 
 
There is a list of your current transactions that you can scroll through to review your purchases for 
today.  At the right hand side of the list you will notice that there is a ‘bin’ icon this allows you to 
request a transaction to be cancelled if you have bid in error. 
 

 
 
You will be prompted to confirm your decision to request a cancellation. 
 

 
 
Please note that this is NOT an automatic cancellation it simply sends a request to the auctioneer 
on that clock that you would like to cancel.  The auctioneer will decide if that is allowed, it also 
dependant on that request being received before the transaction has been finalised.  It is up to you 
to ensure you make such requests as soon as possible.  Once a transaction has been finalised or 
the auction finished you will not see the bin icon and will not be able to request cancellation.  
Normal SFM procedures for sale amendments still apply if you need to use them. 
 
If your transaction is cancelled you will see it show in the list with a red line trough it and the totals 
at the bottom of the list will have been adjusted accordingly.
